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This Sukkos marks the Thirty-Ninth Anniversary of the venerable Torah institution, Yeshiva Dvar 
Yerushalayim.  I am honored to be a friend of Yeshiva Dvar Yerushalayim and its beloved Rosh Yeshiva, 
Rav Boruch Horovitz. 

As I write, it is a few days before Tisha B’Av, and I am wondering: will Moshiach ben Dovid have arrived 
by the time you read these words? 

I am now in the United States, thousands of miles from the Holy City.  The feeling of Golus hangs heavy 
here; the absence of the Bais HaMikdosh weighs upon us like a chain around our neck.  Tonight storms 
move across the landscape; the sky is illuminated by streaks of lightning.   The world is dark and afraid.  The 
voices of our enemies become stronger.  What will be in the days before Moshiach?  The well-known 
Gemora in Sanhedrin states, “May he come, but may I not see him.” (1 Sanhedrin 98b) 

Just before leaving Eretz Yisroel after Shavuos 5769 (in fact just a few minutes after I had spoken at 
Yeshiva Dvar Yerushalayim), I had the privilege of being escorted by my beloved friend, Dr. Mori Bank, to 
meet the gadol, HaRav Moshe Shternbuch Shlita”h.  I was not anxious to return to America, and I mentioned 
this to Rav Shternbuch.  His response filled me with strength, which has lasted to this day: “You are a 
soldier, and you must go where the battle is.”  

That was the message I needed to hear.  It still rings in my ears.  It gave me the courage to continue my 
work.  Yes, I could serve the Ribono shel Olam wherever He needed me.   

Exactly what are we called upon to do at this crucial moment in history?  What in fact is the battle which we 
are supposed to fight? 

King David says, “Ele varechev, v’ele  basusim, v’anachnu b’shaim Hashem Elokainu nazkir.” (2 Psalm 20) 
Is that a battle tactic, or is it the battle itself?   

Perhaps that is our entire battle: to “call out in the Name of G-d!” 

I would like to tell you what else Rav Shternbuch told me.  “What you read in the newspapers is not 
important and what is important you will not find in the newspapers.  We do not have to fear the leader of 
Iran; Hashem watches over His children.  The only subject about which we must be concerned is the 
relationship of Am Yisroel to the Ribono shel Olam!  That is all that matters!  Nothing else.” 

My friends, holy Rabbonim and students of the Torah, friends and supporters of Yeshiva Dvar 
Yerushalayim, you are doing the work of the Ribono shel Olam!  You are enabling the world to survive and 
preparing it for the advent of Moshiach ben Dovid and the Bais HaMikdosh!  We are all soldiers in the 
greatest battle in the history of the world, the battle to reunite His children with the Ribono shel Olam.   

The thirty-ninth anniversary of Yeshiva Dvar Yerushalayim is taking place on the Yom Tov of Sukkos.  
Thirty nine melachos are prohibited on Shabbos. How is it that keeping these prohibitions, based upon the 
meticulous study of ancient laws which have come to us from Mount Sinai, related to categories of work 
performed in the creation of an ancient, portable structure in the Biblical Desert, how is it that these 
melachos could be so important?  Does a nation survive on the basis of words describing the construction of 
an ancient structure?  Is this logical?   

What about the holiday of Sukkos?  We live in flimsy huts, exposed to heat and cold, and sometimes even 
wind, rain and snow.  Flimsy huts, swaying in the breeze.  How can a nation survive when that nation lives 
according to ancient words concerning flimsy huts made of reeds and palm branches?  How can a nation 
survive by waving plants in the air?  How can a nation survive that goes without shoes on the holiest day of 
the year?  How can a nation survive that does not act or dress or speak or think like any other nation? 

 “Behold, it is a nation that will dwell in solitude and not be reckoned among the nations.”  (3 Bamidbar 23:9)

But it was taught in a Beraisa:  Rabbi Elazar was asked by 
his students what can a person do to be spared the travail of Moshiach?  [He responded,] One should occupy 
himself in the study of Torah and in acts of kindness.   

This is the work of Yeshiva Dvar Yerushalayim.  May the fortieth anniversary of Yeshiva Dvar 
Yerushalayim be celebrated in the Rebuilt Yerushalayim, in the presence of Moshiach ben Dovid and the 
Bais Ha Mikdosh!

The Spark of Love and Truth 

Love for other people is for some people such a difficult emotion to engender, nevertheless every human 
being has a spark of love in the depth of his being which can be developed. Similarly, although the 
attainment of truth is so enormously difficult, it’s still possible because every human being has a spark of 
truth in his make-up. That spark is there in order to be fanned into a flame. If we did not have that spark, we 
would not be human. If a person did not have a feeling for truth, have a feeling for the spiritual goal of 
mankind, we would be talking to a blank wall. Every human being knows in his heart of hearts there is an 
absolute truth, there is absolute evil, and I have the power to choose between them. 

In this city of Jerusalem we, the Jewish people, judged Eichmann, the mass murderer. By what right did we 
judge him? Eichmann said, “I was acting under orders. The law of Germany said that the Jews were to be 
massacred. They were public enemies, they did not have a right to live, and we go rid of them. It was a law. 
How could you expect me to go against the law of the land?” How did we condemn Eichmann, and Goering, 
and all these criminals to death? Because the above argument has no basis. Every human being knows that in 
the heart of man there is absolute knowledge of truth. It is against the law of absolute justice to massacre a 
nation, to unjustly kill any man, woman or child. 

A law does not change the absolute insights of the human heart. By that law we judged Eichmann and his 
like. By that declaration, the nations of the world accepted the thesis of the Torah, that every human being 
knows the truth. He can submerge it, he can cover it over with all kinds of fancy prejudices, distortions, dirt, 
lies, filth, but he cannot extinguish it. It will come out sooner or later. The whole structure of the Torah and 
the Mitzvot, the practical and theoretical commands of the Torah, are to encourage the growth of that spark 
of truth within every one of us. 

All-embracing Network   

How do we set about it? The precepts of the Torah subsume every interest and activity of human life. There 
is no activity of humanity which is not covered by a Mitzva. Eating, family, marital life, home, clothing, 
cutting one’s hair, business, social activities, sport, agriculture, industry – every one of these human 
activities, and more, is sanctified by a Mitzva, so that the network of the Divine Torah is spread over all 
human affairs. That’s why we believe in the Torah of the kitchen, the Torah of the bedroom, the Torah of 
industry, the Torah of the land. The purpose of each one is to raise the activity up to a level of truth. 

We say in the Shema, “G-d is one”, and therefore “you should love Hashem, your G-d bechol levavecha, 
with all your heart, bechol nafshecha, with all your life, bechol meodecha, and with all your possessions.” 
The emphasis is on the “all”. Since G-d is one, there is only one power in the universe which demands all 
our attention, all of our interest, all of our service, with no fragmentation. The idea of unity which we have 
been promoting for over 4000 years is the central core of our faith.       

It is not just that we believe that there happens to be one G-d. It goes much deeper than that. Since we 
believe the universe is unitary, and there is One Power which created all things – spiritual and physical, 
apparently good and apparently bad, fortune and misfortune, happiness and misery – all have their source in 
One Power, therefore it follows that our lives must also be unitary – directed towards one goal. 

This is really a statement; not so much about Divine life but about human life. The corollary is: “therefore 
you should love that Supreme Power”; that means, devote all your forces, all your interests, all your 
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affections to this one purpose, to bring out the truth and the best in every human being. It says, “bechol 
levavecha, with all your heart” – that’s your mind. “Bechol nafshecha, with all your life” – with all your 
interests. “Bechol meodecha”, with all your possessions”. Your having is thereby transformed into being.  

Sanctifying an Insurance Form 

How for example can one serve G-d in business? I had a Rebbe, a teacher, when I was much younger who 
was a London businessman, a scrap merchant. His office was in the frontroom of his house, where he gave 
orders, dictated telegrams, dealt with ships, delivered scrap metal and made contracts. My father, of blessed 
memory, arranged that I should learn with this businessman a couple hours each afternoon. We went through 
the Chumash with the Ramban, and other commentators. In between he sometimes had to do business. He 
showed how business can be used as a Mitzva for the glory of the Almighty.  He once had a burglary in his 
home and received the insurance papers from the company to fill out the claim. The way he filled out that 
claim was rather unusual. Even the best of us are prone to take a little liberty with an insurance claim. We 
say to ourselves, they will probably knock off a little bit anyway, so you know, we boost up the price a bit, 
You know. The law of the Torah demands absolute honesty in all our dealings. So he, on the contrary, 
worked out every item and every article at its present-day cost, allowing for how many years of usage it had, 
its second-hand value. He worked it out to the penny. He sent in the form explaining under each item how he 
derived the figures he gave. Three or four weeks later, a large Rolls-Royce came wending its way through 
the streets of North London looking for the house where this gentleman lived. Out of it there stepped the 
president of the insurance company. He had been shown that form. He said, “Never in all my 45 years 
experience of insurance, have I seen a form like this. I want to see the man who wrote it.” So he saw the man 
who wrote it! The man who wrote it told him that this is not my policy, not my character set down here, but 
because we have a Divine law which enjoins upon us absolute honesty, this is what our G-d demands of us. 
He made what we call a Kiddush Hashem. He sanctified the name of the Almighty with his business 
endeavors. That should be our future, that should be our aim, in all our endeavors, to sanctify the name of 
the Almighty. That means, if somebody sees how you act in any given situation, he should be able to say, 
“Ah, so that’s how a person who learns Torah behaves.”            

Torah for a Society 

The Law of G-d was addressed in the first instance G-d to an organized nation; and G-d, in His Torah, 
decreed the origins of a nation and a state. “This is how your judiciary shall be; this is how your police shall 
be; this is how your rulership shall be, your government. This is how your business relations shall be; this is 
how your economics shall work.” The Torah decrees how to structure a society. In this we differ from other 
cultures which consider religion as the affair of the individual, for the purpose of gaining salvation for “my” 
soul. You’ll never find in all our Talmudic literature, any reference to “the salvation of my soul.” It’s not an 
individual concern; it is not just “your” affair. We are to work for the salvation of Israel and all mankind.  

Israel – The Opportunity 

This is the opportunity of living in the land of Israel, in the state of Israel, because it is in our hand to remold 
this state into a just state. If we think Torah and Mitzvot are confined to synagogue affiliation or keeping of 
Sabbath and the dietary laws, then we have made a very grave mistake which comes from being so long in 
the Diaspora, in which matters of social justice, social affairs, business and industry are taken over by the 
society in whose niches we are able to live. So we forget the Torah has its own laws about society. There is 
an enormous jurisprudence which has grown out over thousands of years about how to run society.  

The Responsa Project 

One of the greatest achievements of Torah life is the Responsa literature; that is, contemporary questions 
addressed to the Rabbis about problems of living, to be decided according to the principles of the Torah. 
There are hundreds of thousands of these Responsa on our bookshelves.  

There is at this moment, an ongoing project, of putting all the Responsa on computers. If you want to know 
what the decisions have been over the last 2000 years on a certain problem, you just punch in the key words 
that refer to your problem, and you will have delivered out to you a list of all the relevant decisions in that 
matter. This is an enormous achievement because no human being has ever been able to hold in his mind all 
that has been said in our history about certain problems. We know the main decisions that have been given, 
but all the decisions?! This has only become possible at the present time.  
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This was referred to by someone, not an Orthodox writer, as “tooling up for the future.” The future of Israel 
is certainly going to tend towards Orthodoxy, towards Torah culture. More and more thinking people see 
that secular culture has failed. It has not succeeded in producing the great society, “the just society,” that it is 
set out to be. Therefore, more and more thinking people are tending towards delving into our own heritage, 
which has made this goal of society, the just society a reality. This computer project which is now into its, I 
think, 400,000th responsum, is “tooling up for the future.” When we face the challenge of all modern 
problems which exist in industry, in business and in agriculture, we will have our precedents to guide us.  

This is what we call the structure of a Mitzva society. For the individual it is a torch in his hand to guide him 
through the jungles. The Mitzvot provide the structure which keeps a person on the path of Torah.

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 “As arrows in the hand of a mighty man, so are the children of youth. Happy is the man that has filled his 
quiver with them. They shall not be ashamed when they speak with the enemies in the gate” (Psalm 127, 4-
5). 

How can the youth of the Jewish Community be held (like arrows in the hand of the mighty man) close to 
the Jewish heritage, so that our future will be secure from the enemies to Jewish survival – secure from 
ignorance, apathy and assimilation? 

The Mishnah declares that in the Epoch of the Mashiach, “the face of the generation – will be like the face of 
the dog.” The ‘Pnei Hador’ refers to the leaders of the generation. Rabbi Yisroel Salanter interpreted this as 
follows: The dog generally walks in front of his master, apparently leading him. In truth it is the master who 
leads the dog. Whenever the dog, walking ahead, reaches a crossroads, he looks back to see which way his 
master wishes to go. Similarly many in positions of apparent leadership, who sense which way the wind of 
“public demand” is blowing, follow those who have been placed in their charge instead of leading them. 
There are many who go out to teach others the right path of life, and end up by learning from, and adopting 
the lower standards of those who they should teach. 

The story is told of a Rebbe who, when he reached the age of seventy said: “When I was in my teens I was 
fired by the ambition to put right the wrongs of all mankind. In my twenties I hoped I would be able to bring 
at least the people of Israel to the service of Hashem. At middle age I wished I could see to the needs of my 
local community. At sixty I prayed that I should see all my family fulfill the Torah. Now I beg of the 
Almighty to allow me to perfect myself during the few years of life that lie ahead.” 

We should reverse the process. “Ornament yourself and then ornament others”. If water from a full vessel is 
poured into smaller vessels, the former will become empty. A person full with Torah is bound to lose much 
of his learning and character by teaching and giving to others. Instead a man should strive to be overflowing 
like a fountain of water, teaching and giving to others without ever running dry of the inspiration of Torah-
knowledge. “May your fountains spread forth” (Proverbs 5:15). 

This is especially important in a time of spiritual confusion and disbelief, which can only be improved by 
following the maxim of the Ethics of the Fathers: “Be diligent and improve yourself in the study of the 
Torah and thereby know what answer to give to the unbeliever.” 

Self-improvement and continuous self-education is of special importance when working with young people. 
A person is young in mind and heart as long as he is still growing intellectually and emotionally. Only then 
can young people identify with him. Then a person can give of himself unstintingly without losing his own 
spirit or dampening his enthusiasm. 

Rabbi Yisroel Salanter used to say: “Men zoll nit oiftohn, men zoll nur tohn” – “A person who thinks that he 
brings success and that he is able to change the world is doing wrong. A person should just do his part to the 
best of his ability in the knowledge that he requires Divine assistance – Siyata Dishmaya – for success. This 
attitude is essential when trying to spread Yiddishkeit; it will uphold a person’s enthusiasm even in times 
when he is unsuccessful. The Rabbis say: “If you have toiled you may not find success following naturally 
upon your toil – but you will find success being brought to you in an unexpected, different way – through 
Divine help.” 

THE CHALLENGE OF YOUTH��

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If one wishes to influence youth, one must first understand them. The Hebrew word ���  “Na’ar’ (���������� , 
the sons of youth – Psalms 127:4) comes from the root meaning to awaken, to shake off, and to shout (lit. 
bray).   

‘Na’ar’ ( ����� - Awakening 

Youth is the time when the ego awakens from its childhood dreams. A new world opens in front of the 
youngster, as all his faculties develop, he becomes endowed with a spirit of adventure, surplus energy and 
zest for life.  

“In youth the heart exults and sings, 

the pulses leap, the feet have wings.” 

It is the time of great idealism and enthusiasm, though lacking in mature wisdom, sense of direction and 
power of decision. “Si jeunesse savait, si veuillesse pouvait” – “If youth would have wisdom, if age would 
have strength”. In youth there is much heart – ‘lev’, but little wisdom – ‘sechel’; when the ‘sechel’ comes, 
the ‘lev’ is already weakened. It is the task of the leader of youth “To give the young understanding and 
mature power of decision, to provide them with ‘sechel’ while they still possess much ‘lev’; to appreciate 
their adventurous spirit and to channel it into wise directions. 

This means a presentation of Judaism as the most exciting adventure in life, challenging us to climb the high 
Everest of the “Mountain of Hashem”. The attempt to reach the peak of moral and spiritual perfection 
demands self-discipline and training, like all sport and adventure – but the feeling of achievement and 
fulfillment makes Judaism the most zestful and meaningful experience for the youthful personality.  

“Then welcome each rebuff, 

that  turns earth’s smoothness rough, 

each sting that bids not sit nor stand but go.” 

This is the meaning of Halacha urging us to “go” forward constantly upon the way of Hashem. The 
inspiration of Jewish teaching and observance, as implied in the principle of ‘������� ’ – from root ‘��� ’ 
flame – “Fiery Enthusiasm” should be presented to the younger generation. ‘Enthusiasm is infectious and 
will arouse the interest and involvement of the young.  

“The Torah which Moses commanded us is a heritage of the Community of Jacob”. (Deuteronomy 33:4). On 
this our Rabbis comment: “Do not read ‘Morasha’ (����� ), “heritage”, but read ‘M’orasa’ (������ ), “a 
betrothed one”. The unique romance of the period of engagement results from the dream of their joint future 
in the mind and heart of the couple. The Torah should not be regarded merely as an heirloom from the past, 
as a tradition received from our parents and teachers. It is also an object of love for the youth of the present. 
It is a contemporary guide and source of inspiration which has dynamic, new, personal meaning for every 
Jewish youngster today. Only if the young appreciate it with this spirit of love will the Torah remain a 
heritage for the future generation. (‘����� ’ is a causative form, meaning ‘causing’ others to inherit in the 
future, unlike ‘Yerusha’ which means inheriting from the past.) 

The image of Judaism in the minds of most young people today is that it is a religion of fear. Their major 
involvement with our religion is during “The Days of Awe”, and times of sadness. We must show them that 
it is a religion of love “to love and fear Thy Name”: that the fulfillment of the ‘Days of Awe’ and Solemn 
Season – ‘Yamim Noraim’ – is in the ‘Z’man Simchatheinu’ – the period of our rejoicing. “Serve Hashem 
with joy” is a fundamental principle of our faith. 

‘Na’ar’ ( ��� ) – Shaking Off 

Youth is the time of rebellion, when one shakes off childishness and complacency, convention and authority. 
Judaism should be presented as a revolutionary idealism, seeking to destroy the evils of hypocritical 
establishments and institutions, and building a new moral society. The word Hebrew goes back to Avraham 
“Ha’ivri” ( ����� ): according to the Midrash, because “he was on one side (��� ) with the whole of mankind 
on the other side”. 

The Jew throughout the ages has followed Abraham’s example of going it alone if necessary – of being the 
revolutionary iconoclast and non-conformist. We see in our land how the fighting spirit of young Jews 
helped us to defend the soil of Israel against our enemies. Now this dedicated spirit is required to assist in 
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our struggle for the soul of Israel and the moral improvement of mankind. We must show the younger 
generation that within the tradition and institution of Judaism there burns the revolutionary fire which can 
bring warmth and light to humanity.  

‘Na’ar’ ( ��� ) - Shouting 

Youth is the “Age of Protest”. The young shout and scream; they like to make themselves heard; be it as 
mods, rockers, hippies, screaming pop fans, or as students protesting and youth revolting. This is due, in 
part, to the adolescent awakening of the ego, seeking maximum self-expression; and also to a sense of 
dissatisfaction and frustration with the insecure and confused adult world. This also accounts for the pursuit 
of cults, drug-addicts, dropouts, vandals, delinquents and anarchists. Here the clarity, meaningfulness and 
firmness of Jewish thought and life, with its relevance to world problems, can act as an anchorage for the 
confused young generation. We must teach them “to call upon the name of Hashem” – to protest with a 
positive purpose and program to replace the evils of society. 

“Educate the young ( ����  according to his nature; even when he becomes old he will not depart from it” 
(Proverbs 22:6). This implies that if we are able to educate the adolescent in Torah and ‘Yiras Hashem’, it 
will affect him for the rest of his life. This is possible only by understanding the nature of the young – the 
‘Derech’ – nature of the ���  ‘Na’ar’ as one of “ego-awakening”, “revolt” and “protest”, and presenting 
Judaism accordingly.  

The Individual 

“According to his nature” may also mean “Educate each individual adolescent according to his personal 
nature and character; for even when he reaches maturity he will not depart from his unique character traits”. 
This is why the individual approach is of major importance in Jewish education:  

“Mankind was originally created as one individual, Adam, to teach that he who saves one soul is considered 
as though he had saved a complete world…… and to declare the greatness of the Holy One, blessed be He, 
for man imprints many coins with one seal and they are all the same, but the King of Kings the Holy One 
Blessed be He imprinted upon every man the Seal of Adam; yet no man is like his neighbor; therefore every 
man is obliged to say ‘the world was created for me.” 

“He who sees a crowd of people of Israel should say ‘Blessed be the Wise Master of secrets’, because their 
characters and their faces are so different one from the other”. 

“There are six hundred thousand interpretations to the whole Torah according to the six hundred thousand 
souls of Israel.” 

“Avraham taught faith to each person according to his character, until he brought him to the path of truth, 
until thousands and tens of thousands were gathered unto him, and became ‘the men of Avraham’s house.” 

“One should teach each person according to his character and intelligence.” 

On the Seder-night, dedicated to education, the children should be instructed “according to the 
understanding of the son”. Hence the Four Sons are given differing responses. 

It is therefore essential for the educator and youth leader to appreciate the uniqueness and the specific 
problems of every one of his students. He should present Judaism as a “science” or “art” of living, as a 
“sport” or “adventure”, or as a movement for the improvement of the world. He should adopt an intellectual, 
emotional or pragmatic approach, according to the interest and character of the individual. By becoming the 
personal friend and advisor of the young, his influence will become real and permanent. “Like arrows in the 
hand of the warrior.” (Psalms 127:4)  

The major value of a Drasha or lecture lies in the personal impression and individual contact that can thereby 
be established with some of the listeners. “See ‘��� ’ (in the singular) I set before you ‘ ������ ’ (in the plural) 
this day a blessing”: (Deuteronomy 11:26). Even if only one listener sees the truth in the Mussar given to the 
many, it has achieved its purpose. 

This approach to the individual youth should be followed up by bringing him to the sources of Judaism. We 
must show the teenager that he can find the answers to his problems in our Holy Writings. Once we have 
brought a youth to a serious and regular study of Torah we are half-way to success. 
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Bridging the Generation Gap  

We live in an age of confusion and spiritual darkness. This has also affected Jewry. But it is in darkness that 
light shines most brightly. The night is darkest just before dawn. There is Divine Assistance for those who 
work to spread the light of Torah. All young Jews are potential Baalei Teshuvah, who respond eagerly to the 
challenge of Torah if it is presented to them in a language they comprehend. Today when we are faced with 
insecurity and the threat of nuclear destruction – “Lest I smite the earth with destruction” (the last prophecy 
of the last prophet, Malachi 3:24) the spirit of Elijah which will “bring back the hearts of the fathers to the 
children and the hearts of the children to the fathers” is needed in order to bridge the gap between the 
generations and bring an atmosphere of harmony and security to humanity. Rashi comments on: ‘�����������
�������� ’ – the hearts of the fathers will be brought back to G-d by the children. The Jewish youth of today 
possess this latent power of bringing a religious revival. 

The Talmud comments on our opening verse: “They shall not be ashamed when they speak with the enemies 
in the gate” – “Even a father and his son, a teacher and his pupil who occupy themselves with the Torah in 
one gate with argument, differing attitudes and hostility, ultimately become the closest friends.” 

The generation gap between young and old, recently described as the most serious “class struggle” in 
today’s society, can be bridged by the Torah. We of the adult community must understand the attitude of the 
young, its strength and its weakness. We must expose them to the pattern of Torah, showing them its 
idealism and inspiration, its firmness and discipline, its depth and breadth. Initially the young may feel 
hostility, but if we persist, young and old will become the closest friends. 

As it is said of Avraham and Yitzchak ‘they walked on together’ (Genesis 22:6-8) – partners in the 
adventure of ascending “the mountain of the Hashem”.  

��������������������������������  
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Lt.Col. Zeev Raz, squadron leader of the Israeli Air Force's 1981 attack on Iraq's Osirak nuclear reactor, 
recently met with a select group to reconstruct the details of that mission and relate them to today's 
predicament, in which a nuclear Iran seems closer than ever. 
 
As Raz related details of the dramatic mission, conducted just before Erev Shavuos; the examples of Hashgacha 
Pratis came in such rapid succession that one could imagine his story being told word for word by a Maggid. 
Though he gave over the facts in a dry matter-of-fact manner, as if he were debriefing his commanders after the 
mission, at one point he had to admit, "If I were a believer I would say that this "mission's success" was the 
Hand of G-d." 
 
The Power 
 
I set the tone for the meeting by relating that, just before the Osiraq attack, the Prime Minister Menachem 
Begin, zt’’l sent a representative to Rav Shach, zt"l, the Ponovezh Rosh Yeshivah, asking that he pray for Am 
Yisrael, who were again facing an imminent threat of another holocaust, this time atomic. 
 
“Begin was a man who was not shy about quoting verses of faith," said HaRav Boruch Horovitz, Rosh 
HaYeshiva, in relating an episode that he had heard from Begin’s personal adviser, Yehudah Avner. 
 
"Avner was present at a meeting between Presidents Carter, Sadat and Begin, in which President Carter told 
Begin, “You have to give over more territories to the Palestinians, because if you don't, you'll lose the support 
of the United States. You have no choice at all!” Begin responded by humming a familiar niggun - one that was 
sung in the concentration camps. The people around him thought that the Prime Minister might be experiencing 
some sort of emotional stress or breakdown; perhaps the pressure was too much. Begin then added words to the 
niggun –“ani maamin, ani maamin. . .” He explained that Jews are a people of faith, even under the worst 
situations. The people in the camps thought that that was the end of the Jewish people, as the Nazis kept drilling 
into them, saying that there was no hope. The Jews responded by singing this song and others, like: “Mir velen 
zei iberleben - we will outlive you.” These were the songs that kept the faith alive and that ultimately with the 
help of Hashem Am Yisrael would survive and flourish. That message deeply affected President Carter, as he 
confessed that he also believed in the Creator. 
 
The Risks 
 
The attack on Osirak was carried out under the leadership of the Prime Minister who believed in the ultimate 
salvation of Israel by Hashem, even if all the other nations had given up on us. He brought this faith to the 
heroic pilots of that mission. 
  
In the mid-70s Israel learned that France would be selling a nuclear reactor to Iraq similar to the one it had sold 
Israel a decade earlier - one that was not designed to produce nuclear weapons, but whose capabilities could be 
enlarged to do so. This was clearly what Iraq intended since, as an oil-rich nation, it had no need to develop 
alternative energy sources. 
 
Diplomatic pressure was applied on France to desist from this dangerous sale, but to no avail. 
 

 
WAS IT THE FINGER? 

 
Dr. Mori Bank��
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By 1981, it was clear that the reactor would soon become radioactive, after which time an attack on it would 
cause catastrophic results similar to Chernobyl. The clock was ticking, but how could they strike at a target so 
far away, beyond the range of the F-16’s? Raz recalls that he gave the assignment to Ilan Ramon, Israel’s future 
first astronaut in space. The problem was the distance: how to make it to Baghdad and back. After Ramon's 
calculations, with consideration paid to the advances in midair refueling of which were not available to Israel 
then, it was determined that there would not be enough fuel for the mission. Until Raz came up with what he 
calls a Jewish trick. "We went against the plane's training manual and tested a way to add and Jettison extra fuel 
tanks once they were empty, thus making the planes much lighter and saving fuel. The manual absolutely 
forbids this, with good reason, because releasing an empty fuel tank when there are 1,000 kilogram bombs right 
next to them on the wings of the plane is an unthinkable danger. If the empty tank so much as touches the 
bomb, it explodes. We saw no alternatives, so we tested it thoroughly and found that it could be done." 
 
But even when the problems of political backing for the raid and the range of the planes had been addressed, 
other compelling factors were still against ever carrying out the attack.  
 
"According to Ilan's projections, the Iraqis would have us in their sights for 15 minutes, even if we took the best 
route under the best conditions, they would have 15 minutes to respond to our entry into their air space. For an 
air force fighter pilot 15 minutes is like eternity. Even if they didn't spot us right away and even if their air 
space systems took time, their planes could reach us easily and they wouldn't even have to down us - all they 
would have to do was circle overhead and force us to engage them, which would destroy our plans. 
This is why we set out with eight pilots, which was more than we needed, plus an escort of two F-15's to 
engage the Iraqis if necessary - we wanted to make sure that at least some of us would get through and bomb 
the reactor. Ilan volunteered to be the eighth pilot, because if any SAM missiles were launched, he would be the 
first target.”   
 
Raz recalls his argument with officers in air force planning: they insisted that the attack should be launched 
after sunset, in order to give the IAF a full night to conduct search-and-rescue missions if a pilot was downed.   
 
"I argued that we needed to carry out the attack before sunset. Maybe there'd be poor visibility or enemy planes, 
and we would need light. It was a unique situation, one that is usually reversed. The planners in Tel Aviv, who 
themselves were in no danger, had uppermost in their minds the safety of the pilots, whereas the ones actually 
carrying out the mission were most concerned about the mission's success." 
 
Raz reminisced about the scene on the tarmac before takeoff. "Raful flew in to be with us. He was sitting shivah 
for his son, but he flew in and spoke to us like a father. He said 'If you get caught, tell them everything you 
know, don’t worry about any secrets! But even better just come back alive.' Then he gave each of us some 
home-grown dates and joked with us, 'Here enjoy these because this is all you’ll have to live on in the Iraqi 
prisons.' Psychologically, this sort of approach works. It gives the soldiers the sense that they're already dead, 
so they might as well give it their all in the mission." 
 
While on the tarmac, the pilots received Iraqi currency, in case they had to bail out over enemy territory. "I told 
Raful that this was crazy. If I land in the desert, what I need is water, and if I'm in Baghdad, I don't speak a 
word of Arabic, so how are these dinarim going to help keep me alive? Still, he said that it would give the pilots 
some extra confidence.” 
 
"So we set out from the Etzion Airbase in Eastern Sinai, and then turned and flew across the Red Sea into Saudi 
Arabia. We flew at an altitude of 30 meters, so that we wouldn't be detected by any radar systems. Sometimes 
we had to go up a bit to avoid electric power lines. We could see the people, maybe not their faces, but we saw 
them."  
 
What no one had taken into account, however, was that a most highly placed source had spotted them, and was 
making an urgent effort to alert Saddam Hussein. 
 
King Hussein of Jordan had been vacationing on his royal yacht in Aqaba and had actually seen our planes 
heading eastwards. Hussein was a fighter pilot himself, and he immediately understood that our target was the 
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Osiraq nuclear reactor. He summoned headquarters in Amman and ordered that the Iraqis be informed urgently 
that an attack was imminent. Apparently the soldiers there never managed to relay the information. 
 
The Sun Suspended 
 
"We successfully jettisoned the empty fuel tanks over Saudi Arabia and continued on until we finally began 
approaching Baghdad. When we reached the area there was no response from the Iraqi Air Force.  To this day I 
don't understand it. Where were the Iraqi defense systems? No MiGs, no mirage jets... I mean, this was 
Baghdad, not some far-flung location, and there was a war going on then between Iran and Iraq, and less than a 
year earlier the Iranians themselves had tried to bomb the reactor and were unsuccessful. In military terms 
Baghdad is relatively easy to defend, as it is surrounded by flat lands, unlike Israel's reactor in Dimona, which 
is surrounded by hilly terrain. In training, we knew there was a lake with an island. That was our sign of 
approach at which point we had to reach the reactor within seconds. There had been heavy rain which had 
flooded the island, which was now under water. Without that crucial sign we had to guess, and radio contact 
was forbidden, therefore, we were flying at a critical moment, not knowing how far away the reactor was 
exactly. Suddenly, we saw the reactor ahead in our bombsights. We immediately dived down, dropped the 
bombs and then soared up to an altitude of 12.000 meters, and headed back. We braced ourselves as we were 
sure that there were more surprises ahead of us on our 45 minute journey home. 
 
"On our way back no attempts were made to intercept us, no missiles, no radars and no planes, but we saw 
something that Israeli air force pilots are not accustomed to. I had never seen such a thing - we flew into the 
sunset, and at our speed, we saw the sun as if it didn't move for the whole 45 minute journey. Maybe an airline 
pilot is used to this, but in Israel, an air force pilot can't fly east to west for more than a few minutes, so we 
were faced with something we had never seen before: a vision of the sun suspended at sunset. It didn't create 
any difficulties, but it did have us all thinking about what Yehoshua bin Nun experienced thousands of years 
ago: the passuk 'shemesh beGivon dom' - may the sun stand still in Givon' (Yehoshua 10:12) in his war against 
the Emori. 
 
"We arrived back at the Etzion airbase just before sunset Erev Shavuot and were brought in for debriefing. The 
officers all wanted to hear our report on the operation, particularly about difficulties that arose so that they 
could try to make improvements. No one had anything to add, as everything had gone so smoothly. The planes 
had performed so perfectly, as if they had a neshama, and knew the gravity of the mission. "Then one of the 
men put it into words - 'it was the finger of G-d.”  
 
If any further proof of this was needed, they saw it the following day, as Raz related: "For the mission, all the 
planes had worked perfectly, the whole way there and back. None of the pilots reported even the most minor, 
typical malfunction, but the day after these same planes began having all the typical malfunctions.” 
 
The finger of G-d was needed on the diplomatic front as well. "It was not Jimmy Carter but Ronald Reagan, the 
hawk of hawks, who was U.S. president at that time. He made a thorough denunciation of the strike, as did the 
United Nations and the entire world. The Americans made sanctions and stopped shipment of any further 
planes or parts. We didn't know how long it would last, but in the end the delay was only for a few months," 
Raz said. 
 
"Any time you make a preemptive strike, you don't know what will happen. As for Iran, why didn't former U.S. 
President George W. Bush or Olmert do something about it, as Olmert did in Syria sending the Air Force to 
bomb a reactor? The answer is that maybe they would lose more than they'd gain.  
 
Some of those who objected to the attack on Osiraq claimed that all we would do back then is slow down the 
process. They argued: if you delay the development of nuclear weapons by three years, is it worth it? We 
argued back then that it wouldn't be three years but seven. No one could have imagined back then that Saddam 
Hussein would attack Kuwait, in the Gulf War that immediately followed. Colin Powell later wrote a thank you 
letter to Major General David Ivri, the head of the IAF at the time, saying that “without you, ‘Desert Storm’ 
would have been impossible." Also Begin, with his legal background, researched the plan for the attack from a 
legal perspective. He noted that unlike Israel's immediate neighbors, Iraq had never signed any cease-fire with 
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Israel, and was therefore still legally in a state of war with it. Raz said, noting that this fact had spared him from 
threats of foreign prosecution as a war criminal. 
 

           
 
The Challenge Today 
 
Today, the challenge is 55 times greater, and with world support it appears possibly 70 times worse. Iran had 
learned the lesson of Osiraq only too well, and is carrying out its nuclear program at 55 different sites in cities 
throughout the country, in well fortified locations 20 stories underground, too deep even for a bunker buster to 
have its effects. Imagine the civilian casualties from such an attack and the worlds’ response. Therefore, "an air 
strike is unrealistic," explains Raz. "At best this could only damage, but not stop the process. Stopping the 
Iranians could only be done by bringing in ground forces by a world coalition, as was done in the Gulf War." 
This seems highly unlikely today.  

��
Author of the book “First Strike,” Shlomo Nakdimon noted, while not minimizing the danger, "there exists 
today what can be called an unwritten agreement between Israel and the Arab countries, as they are also 
threatened by Iran, and so unlike the situation with Osiraq, today Israel is not alone in facing this danger it may 
be the entire world” 
 
Raz feels that in the present situation, the Iranians will succeed in developing nuclear weapons of mass 
destruction, along with having their long range missile program. This means that we are in need of Hashem's 
salvation now, more than any of us can ever imagine. 
 
Spaceship “Earth” 
 
This brought the meeting to a conclusion. Rav Horovitz offered a moshol for our task in these terribly 
dangerous times: - 
 
This globe is like a spacecraft, and we are the pilots of this spacecraft. To be a pilot means a lot of self-
discipline. You can dabble in aeronautics, but one's concentration must be given fully to the rules and how to 
put these rules into practice, fulfilling all of the instructions worked out by engineering teams of the highest 
caliber, and one must put all his confidence into what they said, according to the instruction manual. 
 
Hashem said: “If you will observe My covenant to fulfill the Mitzvos you will be My treasured nation, so that 
the whole earth will turn to Me and you will become a Kingdom of Priests and a holy nation” (Shemos 19:5-6, 
Seforno).     
 
...We have been given the task of saving mankind. We are the pilots and are responsible for all the passengers 
on this spacecraft, and the way we do it is to keep our faith alive, through ‘Na’ase Venishma’ by the practice of 
the Mitzvos and the attempt to understand them. This practice and faith is critical for the survival of our nation, 
not just spiritually but also physically, and not just for our nation but the whole of mankind. “All the nations of 
the world will see that Hashem’s name is called upon you and they will learn G-dliness from you.” (Devarim 
8:10; Gaon of Vilna) And if from this evening we can take courage to spread the word, that whatever these 
maniacs say or do the power of Hashem is greater than all of them! 
 

Shlomo  Nakdimon  concludes  his  description  of  this  “First 
Strike”  by  quoting  Begin:  “If  one  were  to seek some historical 
analogy, our operation resembles the Allied action during World   
War Two, when a commando unit raided a Norwegian township 
where the Germans were producing heavy water in preparation for 
an atomic bomb. It was one of the miracles of Divine Providence 
that America got in first  before  Germany.  Humanity  stood  on 
the brink  the  chasm.  That  is  one  of  the  reasons  why  a  man  
should believe in  Divine Providence.”                                             ��
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This is the deep significance of the fact that this event, the strike against Osiraq coincides with the greatest 
event of Jewish History - Matan Torah and Shavuos - which brought the People of Israel in direct contact with 
the Creator to bring about salvation to the world. 
 
The Finger or The Hand? 
 
In conclusion, at the debriefing, one pilot felt it was the Finger of Ha-shem. Lt. Col. Zev Raz, the commander 
of the mission, claimed it was the Hand of Hashem. What difference does it really make? We recall each year 
in the Pesach Hagaddah, “Rabbi Yosie, Haglili, said: “How can you infer that the Egyptians were afflicted with 
ten plagues in Egypt, and at the Red Sea with fifty plagues? Concerning the ten plagues in Egypt, it is said: 
“And the magicians said to Pharaoh ‘This is the Finger of God’ but concerning the Red Sea, it is said: ‘And 
Israel saw the Mighty Hand with which Hashem smote the Egyptians, and the people feared Hashem, and 
believed in Hashem and in His servant Moses.” Now, if by the Finger they were afflicted with ten plagues, you 
can infer from this that in Egypt (where the word Finger is used) they were smitten with ten plagues, and at the 
Red Sea (where the word Hand is used) they were struck with fifty plagues.” Rabbi Eliezer said . . . Each 
plague had four different plagues: as it is said, “wrath, indignation, trouble, and messengers of evil.” Therefore, 
in Egypt 40 and the Red Sea with 200. Rabbi Akiva said, each plague contained 5 plagues, therefore in Egypt, 
50 plagues, and at Krias Yam Suf 250 plagues. How would we ever be able to measure the magnitude of the 
miracles that Hashem did for His nation that Erev Shavuos when Am-Yisrael was once again rescued from a 
holocaust?  
 
Was it the Finger or was it the Hand? The clue may exist in Devarim 32:11. Metaphorically, Hashem is like an 
eagle hovering over its young, carrying Am Yisrael on His wings. Rashi explains “He spreads His 
wings”…when He comes to take them from place to place, He does not take His young with His feet like other 
birds. Other birds are afraid of the eagle, which soars high and flies over them. Therefore other birds carry their 
young with its feet because of the eagle. The eagle fears nothing but the arrow. Therefore he carries his young 
on his wings. He says “Better that the arrow should enter me, and not my children.” So HaKodesh Boruch-Hu 
says “I carried you on the wings of eagles” which implies when Egypt chased after Am-Yisrael and caught up 
with them at the Red Sea, the Egyptians were shooting arrows and catapulting stones, thereupon the angel 
moved between the camp of Egypt and Israel to block the arrows and stones.  
 

Hashem alone guides and protects Am Yisrael. 
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My father Mr. Samson Krupnick, z"l was born in 1913 in the city of Barditchov, a seventh generation 
descendant of the saintly Rav Levi Yitchak and of Rav Pinchas of Koretz. By the age of eight he had already 
experienced two pogroms, at which time his family fled to America.  After his studies and marriage, his first 
position was being a teacher of Jewish studies in Sioux City, Iowa. Although the economic depression 
forced him to go into the business world, he always considered teaching his favorite occupation, and 
wherever he was, he would give classes and lectures, particularly on Pirke Avoth, on which he eventually 
published a book.     
 
At an early age he sensed the spiritual needs of his People, particularly the younger generation who were 
growing up in a spiritual wilderness before the Jewish day schools were established, and at a time when 
most of the rabbis who arrived from Europe could not yet communicate with the youth in English. Mr. 
Krupnick organized Friday night Oneg Shabbath get-togethers which were attended by 200 young people, 
giving them a taste of Shabbath and a taste of Torah. Subsequently he was active in setting up educational 
institutions and Yeshivos in Chicago and in the course of time emerged as one of the outstanding leaders of 
the American Jewish community. He was chairman of dozens of organizations for Torah and Chessed and 
the Land of Israel, contributing endlessly of his time, energy, and wealth for countless causes. 
 
In 1965 he fulfilled his dream to make aliyah to Israel, abandoning his business enterprises and parting with 
close relatives. Within a short time he became involved in dozens of organizations and institutions. He 
served as chairman of the board of directors of the Shaare Zedek Medical Center, the Talmudic 
Encyclopedia, Kerem Beyavne Yeshiva, and many others, and was recognized as an expert adviser and 
outstanding fundraiser. He once said that when wealthy people would see him from far, they already knew 
that it would cost them money. But nevertheless they loved him and respected him since they knew that he 
was sincere and gained no personal benefit, and contributed much his own money as well. 
 
He was famous for bringing the dinner method of fundraising to Israel. One of the first and favorite 
institutions for which he organized dinners was Dvar Yerushalayim, in the early years in the succah of his 
building, and in recent years in the Yeshiva. A director of an organization for whom Mr. Krupnick used to 
organize annual dinners recently informed him that since he had reached the age of 65 he could no longer 
make the effort. Mr. Krupnick at the age of 95 would not hear of that, and encouraged him to continue. 
        
Beside his tireless efforts on behalf of large organizations and institutions, his door was always open to 
countless individuals to whom he opened his heart and his mind to give advice and encouragement, as well 
as financial aid.    
 
At a time when the trend is to be egoistic and to seek personal comfort, it is important for us to remember 
this exemplary personality who was always first to volunteer when something had to be done, and would 
contribute endless amounts of time, energy, and money until the mission was carried out. 
 
He was also an example of unshakable belief and trust in HaShem, professing constantly that all that He 
does is for our ultimate good. This is what gave him the strength to endure strife and anguish and huge 
financial losses without losing his joy in life. Perhaps one of the reasons that he was granted longevity was 
the merit that he was always the first to come to Shul and the last to leave. He inherited the Ahavath Yisrael 
of Rav Levi Yitzchak of Barditchov, and had a close brotherly relationship with all segments of the Jewish

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People, and contributed to a wide variety of institutions. He enjoyed visiting Jewish communities all over the 
world, learning their needs, and then tried to help them. 
 
Mr. Krupnick had a remarkable power of prayer. One of example was when his wife underwent open-heart 
surgery: suddenly a nurse came out of the operating room and notified him that her heart stopped beating, 
and that they are trying to revive her. Mr. Krupnick closed his eyes and prayed, and a few minutes later the 
nurse emerged again to announce that they had succeeded. Afterwards Mrs. Krupnick described what she 
had experienced during those critical moments of clinical death. She said that when her heart stopped, she – 
the soul – left the body, and began drifting away. Then she felt a beaming light (perhaps of the Shechina) 
that gave her such spiritual joy that she had no more desire to return to physical life. But then she felt her 
husband grabbing her hand and pulling her back to her body.        
 
Mr. Krupnick served as a "shliach tzibur" on the High Holidays for 70 years, including the last Yom Kippur 
of his life. He knew well the needs of his people, and felt their suffering, and would beseech Heavenly 
mercy in the tradition of his holy ancestors.  It is our hope and trust that he will continue to be our faithful 
"sheliach tzibur" before the "kisai Hakavod" on behalf of his family, his People, and all the institutions of 
Torah and Chessed, that they may continue to spread and increase Torah and kindness until the final 
redemption and Techiyath Hamesim.
